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I) Monasteries 
Bela Vista [77]  On 12 February 2010 Franc Cardinal Rodé, CM, Prefect of the Congregation for Institutes of the Consecrated Life and Societies of the Apostolic Life appointed Dom Bernardo Bonowitz, Abbot of Nossa Senhora do Novo Mundo in Brazil as Apostolic Administrator of Bela Vista Monastery in the Archdiocese of Huambo, Angola. As Apostolic Administrator he will be responsible for undertaking any initiative deemed beneficial for the Community and to locate Monasteries where the members of the Community can continue their monastic formation.

The Community of Bela Vista is not being closed. The monks are being dispersed to continue their monastic life with the hope of re-establishing the Community in the future. Your prayers for the Brothers at this difficult time would be appreciated.

Aiguebelle [07]   On April 17, 2010 the community of Aiguebelle (France) elected as Abbot for a undetermined mandate Father Eric Antoine. Dom Eric was born in 1964 and entered Aiguebelle in 1996. He made solemn profession in 2002 and was ordained a priest in 2009. At the time of the election, he was subprior and novice master. He had been the secretary of the Abbot General twice (from 2004 to 2007 and in 2008).

Nasu [35*]    Mother Agnes Akano, Abbess  of Nasu  (Japan) since 1975, having reached the age of retirment mentioned in ST. 40. A. of the Constitutions, presented her resignation to the Abbot General. With the consent of his Council the Abbot General accepted the resignation, which became effective on April 5, 2010. On May 21, 2010 the community of Nasu (Japan) elected as Abbess for a undetermined mandate Sister Angela Toyoda. Mother Angela was born in 1942 and entered Nasu in 1967. She made solemn profession in 1974. She had been Councilor of the Abbot General from 2001 to 2008.  At the time of the election, she was prioress and junior mistress.  

Conyers [57]   On 29 May 2010, at the end of his first abbatial term, Dom Francis Michael Stiteler was re-elected abbot of Holy Spirit (United States) for a new six year term. 

Mellifont [56] On May 27, 2010, at the completion of the term of office of Dom Augustine McGregor, the Father Immediate of Mellifont, Dom Michael Ahern (Superior ad nutum of Mount Melleray Abbey), appointed Dom Bernard Boyle as Superior ad nutum. Dom Bernard was born in 1926 and had been Abbot of Mellifont from 1992 until 2004.

Mistassini [43]   On May 30, 2010, Dom André Barbeau Abbot of Val Notre-Dame and Father Immediate of Mistassini (Canada), appointed as Superior ad nutum of this community Father Clément Charbonneau. Dom Clément was born in 1949 and entered Oka in 1986. He made solemn profession in 1992 and was ordained a priest in 1999. At the time of his appointment, he was subprior and junior master at Val Notre-Dame.

Mount Melleray [14]   On 8 June 2010, Dom Joseph Delargy, Abbot of Mount Saint Bernard and the delegate of the Father Immediate of Mount Melleray (Ireland) appointed as Superior ad nutum Dom Augustine McGregor. Dom Augustine was born in 1940 and entered Mellifont in 1964. He made solemn profession in 1969 and was abbot of Mellifont from 2004 to 2010.
Ampibanjinana [43]   On 16 June 2010, at the end of her first term as Prioress, Mother Anne-Marie Gillot was re-elected Prioress of Ampibanjinana (Madagascar) for a new six year term.

Monastic Interreligious Dialogue

Dialogue Interreligieux Monastique / Monastic Interreligious Dialogue (DIMMID) will begin publishing a new interreligious periodical in January 2011. The journal will be called Dilatato Corde (see RB Prologue 49) and will be a medium for information and reflection on the dialogue of spiritual or religious experience. It will be multi-lingual and will appear on-line on DIMMID’s newly designed website. The printed International Bulletin will continue to appear once a year for at least two more years.

Dilatato Corde will feature contributions (articles and videos) from spiritual practitioners and scholars of different religious traditions who wish to report and reflect on the dialogue of religious experience. Articles and videos in languages other than English or French will be prefaced by an English and a French abstract.

The most important feature of the journal will be the section devoted to personal testimonies of how interreligious dialogue has affected one’s spiritual life and monastic vocation. This section will also feature in-depth reports on interreligious meetings, events, and ongoing activities, especially those of monastic communities. A second section of the periodical will offer theological, philosophical, and historical studies on the dialogue of religious experience. Finally, there will be a section devoted to “resources,” that is, book reviews, annotated bibliographies, and official documents and statements.
